CTSP.3/19 DECLARATION OF THE COUNCIL TAX BASE AND INDIVIDUAL 

TAX BASES FOR TOWNS AND PARISHES: 2020/21 
 
 Consideration was given to a report that calculated and set out the 

Council Tax for 2020/21, having taken into account the precepts as 
notified from Devon County Council, Devon and Cornwall Police and 
Crime Commissioner, Devon and Somerset Fire and Rescue Authority, 
and the Town and Parish Councils.   

 
 The Section 151 Officer introduced the agenda item and asked that the 

following amendment be made to Section 6 of the published report: 
 
 ‘Shire District Councils have the flexibility to set council tax increases of 

less than 2% or up to and including £5 for 2020/21, whichever is the 
greater.’ 

 
 During the ensuing discussion, reference was made to: 
 

(a) Town and Parish Council precepts.  When questioned, the Section 
151 Officer advised that she had contacted the Clerks of those Town 
and Parish Councils that had set significant percentage increases to 
obtain an explanation.

In their responses, each Clerk had confirmed that the increases were 
for specific reasons for which their Council needed to raise its 
precept; 
 

(b) comparisons with the 2019/20 Council Tax increases.  The Panel 
noted that the combined increase for 2020/21 was 4.03% which was 
slightly less than the 4.77% increase that had been set for 2019/20. 

 
In conclusion, the Panel wished to extend its thanks to the Section 151 
Officer and her Finance Community Of Practice colleagues for their hard 
work in reaching this point.

1. Summary 

The Council Tax Setting Panel is required to approve the formal 
council tax resolutions in which the Council Tax will be set for each 
parish and town. Council considered the overall budget and ‘net 
council tax requirement’ at the meeting on the 16 February 2021. At 
that stage the level of Council Tax is effectively set for the Borough 
Council and all that remains is to formally add in the County, Police 
and Crime Commissioner, Fire Authority and Town and Parish 
precepts to arrive at the overall level of council tax. The Local 
Government Finance Act 1992, Section 67(3) permits authorities to 
delegate this function. 

Within West Devon Borough Council’s Constitution, one of the Council 
Tax Setting Panel’s responsibilities is to agree the Council Tax 
Resolution on behalf of the Council.

2. Background 

2.1  The Localism Act 2011 has made significant changes to the Local 
Government Finance Act 1992, and now requires the billing authority 
to calculate a council tax requirement for the year, not a budget 
requirement as previously. West Devon Borough Council is a billing 
authority.

2.2   Precepts have been notified to us from the Parish and Town 
Councils, Devon County Council, Devon and Cornwall Police and 
Crime Commissioner and Devon and Somerset Fire and Rescue 
Authority.  These are detailed below:

(i) Town & Parish Council          

The Town & Parish Council Precepts for 2021/22 are detailed in 
Appendix C and total £1,762,973. The increase in the average Band 
D Council Tax for Town and Parish Councils is 7.68% and results in 
an average Band D Council Tax figure of £87.11 for 2021/22.

(ii) Devon County Council

Devon County Council met on 18th February 2021 and set their 
precept at £30,587,566.67, adjusted by a contribution to the 
Collection Fund deficit of £44,293. This results in a Band D Council 
Tax of £1,511.28.  This is an increase of £71.82 (See Section3) of 
which £43.11 relates to the Adult Social Care Precept.
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(iii) Devon and Cornwall Police and Crime Commissioner

The Police and Crime Panel met on 5th February 2021 and set their 
precept at £4,787,858.49, adjusted by a Collection Fund deficit of 
£6,820. This results in a Band D Council Tax of £236.56.

(iv) Devon and Somerset Fire and Rescue Authority

Devon & Somerset Fire and Rescue Service met on 19th February 
2021 and set their precept at £1,821,556, adjusted by a Collection 
Fund deficit of £2,715. This results in a Band D Council Tax of 
£90.00.

3. Outcomes/outputs 
The Council Tax Setting Panel are requested to approve the formal 
Council Tax Resolutions for the year 2021/22 and the Council Tax for 
each of the parishes and towns within the Borough for the year 
2021/22.

The setting of the tax base has a significance far beyond the simple 
mathematics of the calculation and it forms an important component 
of the calculation of a robust budget and the medium term financial 
plan for both billing and precepting authorities. The council tax base 
has been calculated in accordance with Government legislation and 
associated guidance notes.

The Council Tax Setting Panel is required by law to approve the 
Council Tax taking into account the requirements of our major 
precepting bodies.
